He was inspired to help the
hospital when he saw the difference
rehabilitation made to his father
John’s recovery, after suffering a
pulmonary embolism.

He said: “Rehabilitation is about a
lot more than learning to walk and
talk, it’s about the everyday things
like going to a shop and taking
something down off the shelf – the
life skills you need to get by.

“When you work in banking all day,
where everything is geared around
making money it is great to be
involved in another environment
where the more important things in
life are a priority.”

Since 2002, Dominic has raised over
£30,000 for the RNRU, £20,000
was raised through a half-marathon
and the rest was his own personal
gift to the Hospital. 

The funds have enabled the
Hospital to pay a Leisure Co-
ordinator post for the RNRU unit.

Dominic, who joined our
Fundraising Advisory Board in 2009,
added: 

When I’ve been on the
RNRU and seen at first-
hand the amazing work
that is being done and
seen the impact of the
money it really makes me
feel very happy.

HOPE FOCUS... the Regional Neurological
Rehabilitation Unit

The Regional Neurological
Rehabilitation Unit (RNRU) is a
Regional Centre for people who
have suffered traumatic brain
injuries. It admits patients for
rehabilitation purposes and
specialises in caring for younger
people, many of whom have been
involved in road accidents or had
brain traumas.

Homerton Hope’s current
fundraising campaign is to raise
money to refurbish the social areas
of the RNRU centre. Using money

raised by the wonderful League of
Friends, with additional funds
from our Hackney Marshes Fun
Run and special ’in-memory of‘
donations from the friends and
family of the late Mr. John Hubble,
we are now in a position to start
the work.

In recognition of support, once
refurbished, the RNRU TV room
will be known as the “John
Hubble Room”.

A team of eight willing volunteers spent 
a day at Homerton last month looking 
at ways they could support the Special
Care Baby Unit (SCBU).

The unit is funded by the Homerton
Foundation Trust. However, it is the

a Draeger incubator, that make the unit
extra special.

£170,000 was raised for the Special 
Care Baby Unit to fund three private
rooms that will be used as private areas
for parents to spend time away from the
hospital ward.
